London, England Land Tax Valuations 1910
Ancestry.co.uk, has launched online for the first time the London, England Land Tax Valuations 1910,
revealing the historic values of some of the capital's most famous streets and landmarks from just over a
century ago. These valuations were originally compiled in 1910 from across the UK as part of David
Lloyd George's 1910 Finance Act, later known as the 'Domesday Survey,' which was introduced as a
means to redistribute wealth through the assessment of land value.

As well as listing the owners and occupiers of a property, the records also detail the address, property
value and annual rental yield for properties in early 20th century London, providing vital information
about Britain's epicentre at the time. The records reveal a stark contrast to today's housing market, with
the average 1910 property carrying a price tag of just 14,000 — almost 3,000 per cent less than today.

Now, not only can you
perform just one search, MarriageMatchTM will actually match up your ancestors' records, providing
you with one definite marriage match, or a list of possible matches.

Solve  your marriage mysteries
No more mystery marriages: if you only know one partner's name, search for their details and
MarriageMatchTM will find all the possible spouse matches. Alternatively, if you know the first or last
name of the spouse, enter this information in your search to get an even more accurate list of spouse
matches.

Australian Cemeteries Index – Digital Images of Headstones
This site is exceptional in researching death dates, birth dates, spouses and other family members. It
provides comprehensive coverage of the smaller cemeteries on the North Coast of NSW, with partial
coverage of the rest of the state and other Aust. states.
The site gives a list of peoples' names and the cemetery in which each occurs for the whole of the entries
and also allows searches in specific cemeteries. Where a headstone contains two names, as in the case
of a married couple being buried together, selecting one name will bring up only that name and
information; to see the information for the other person on the headstone it is necessary to enter that
name separately. In each case the same headstone will be shown. There are a few names for which
information will be given where there is no headstone, but by and large the site is based on marked
graves and not unmarked ones. With some entries the information accompanying the photo of the
headstone has more information than shows in the photo. This project is an ongoing one.
